Barriers to Growth 
By Rev. Anthony Lockhart  

   A young family  walks into your 

church for the first time one Sunday 

morning. What do you do?  

              A.  Stare at them the whole 

church service with a weird smile on 

your face.  

              B.  Walk up to them as soon as 

they come in, while church is going on, 

and strike up a conversation.  

              C.  Put them on the spot by 

talking to them from the pulpit and 

making sure that your sermon switches 

gears to include them.  

              D.  Have an usher give them a 

visitor card to fill out their information  

for follow - up, recognize them during 

announcements, and make sure the 

assigned greeters, chat with them 

briefly after service.  

    Which one did you select? Often 

times, we are so used to new people 

not coming to our services we donõt 

have a plan in place when a family from 

our community walks through the 

door.  Our Chief Overseer has focused 

on growth recently and we need to fully 

understand the areas where we can 

grow in our churches. My wife recently 

exposed me to a series of articles 

which I thought had interesting con-

cepts and I would like to share the 

highlights with you.  

   Basically, barriers to growth in a 

church are divided into five categories: 

the pastor, the church members, rele-

vance, methods and assimilation  

 

Barrier 1:  The Pastorõs Priority, Vision, 

and Knowledge   The priority of the 

church should be to reach the 

òunchurched.ó There has to be a vision 

from the pastor for this to happen.  We 

have to reach people in our community 

and bring them into the body. Pastors, 

are you known in your church commu-

nity by name? It doesnõt require a PhD 

to know that working harder is not the

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Annual Twelve Day New Yearõs Fast 

 

   One of the three (3) general fasts 

carried out in our church, the Church of 

the Living God, The Pillar and Ground 

of the Truth, Inc., the Twelve - Day 

New's Year's Fast was instituted by 

Bishop H.M. Lewis, the Third Chief 

Overseer, in 1972.  The general church 

is requested to fast each of the first 

twelve (12) days of the New Year.  Each 

day of fasting represents a special sup-

plication for each of the twelve months 

of the year that hurt, harm and danger 

will be avoided; the the church will re-

main in perfect harmony; and that 

Christ will continue as Head of our 

lives, among other special re-

quests.  The twelve days of consecre-

tion is preceded by the Faith Bath 

(before 12:00 midnight on December 

31st) in which prayer and supplication 

are made to God to "wash away" all 

impurities, illness, and discomfort from 

the body just as the outside of the 

body is washed and the impure water is 

drained; and New Year's Watch Service 

(beginning before 12:00 midnight, De-

cember 31st and ending after the New 

Year has commenced, January 1st.  

    Fasting is an act of denying the tem-

poral body the necessary and much 

sought after food that it requires, 

thereby rendering it weak and less able 

to resist the Holy Spirit and His mis-

sion.  In the Holiness church, fasting is 

accomplished by anointing the head 

with pure olive oil, washing the face, 

and donning a cheerful countenance 

(Matt 6:16 - 18).  For more information 

on fasting see the website or consult 

your Ministerõs Guide and Handbook. ἇ 

 
 
 
 

Remembering... 
Minister Walter Raleigh Lewis

   Walter Raleigh Lewis was born March

secret to effective outreach. The secret 

is working smarter.  

Barrier 2: The Pew Problem ñMembers  

A church canõt grow when itõs own 

members have no priority for reaching 

the lost.  Members are too busy  and 

have a self - serving attitude that says 

òwe like our church just the way it is.ó 

Some members even scare away new-

comers with abrasive attitudes and 

pushy efforts.  

Barrier 3: Perceived irrelevance. Grow-

ing churches begin with the issues and 

concerns of the people in their com-

munity, and then relate the gospel to 

those points of need. Stagnant 

churches are seen by the unchurched 

as having an irrelevant message to 

their life. We have to make our mes-

sage relevant to everyday living.  

Barrier 4:  Using the wrong methods. 

Any good fisherman knows you can't 

catch a fish without bait. Using  inap-

propriate methods can be worse than 

no methods, since they create resis-

tance to the gospel. A bullhorn on a 

street corner, tracts in an urban 

neighborhood, youth outreach in a 

senior adult communityénone of these 

methods are wrong. But they are inap-

propriate for the harvest field.  

Barrier 5: No plan for assimilation. 

Youõve caught the fish, now what? What 

plan does your church have for new 

members to transition them from 

òunchurchedó to holiness? What are you 

doing that will keep them excited 

about coming back every week? What 

knowledge are you imparting that they 

just wouldnõt want to miss? 

   There are many reasons why 

churches don't grow. But there are no 

good reasons. Our churches can grow. 

The foundation for greatness is already 

laid.  We just have to get to work!
